2004 Estate Malbec, Napa Valley

Vineyard:

The grapes are sourced from our estate vineyard on the Silverado Trail in Calistoga.  The deep, well drained soils are dry farmed and provide the Malbec with a meso climate allowing for later maturity and complete berry ripeness.

Winemaking and Cellar Practices:

The grapes were hand-picked, destemmed whole berry, and pressed. The juice was fermented and the aged in a combination of 30% new French oak and 70% neutral French oak.  The wine was blended with 8% Merlot prior to bottling.

Characteristics:

Our Malbec is dark ruby colored, and boasts a fruit and cured meat bouquet consistent with the varietal when grown in a warmer climate.  The aromatics lead into a flavor profile filled with blueberry, chocolate and spice, all of which lasts moments after the finish.
