2007 Piccolo Cru’, Napa Valley
Vineyard:

The grapes are sourced from our estate vineyards on the Silverado Trail in Calistoga, in addition to our Orchard Lane vineyard in the Oak Knoll District.  These two sites, ranging in composition from clay and sandy loam to alluvial soils, represent the warm and cool extremes in the Napa Valley for growing Bordeaux varietals, thus providing the resulting wine with both earthiness and minerality, in addition to a balanced acid and tannin profile. 

Winemaking and Cellar Practices:

The Piccolo Cru’ was created by utilizing the four Bordeaux varieties grown on our estates.  The wine was assembled after an evaluation of each component and blending scenario to maximize the potential of this proprietary blend.  Once constituted, the wine completed its aging regime in 30% new French oak and 70% neutral French and American oak barrels.  Piccolo Cru’ consists of 42% Cabernet Sauvignon, 38% Malbec, 14% Merlot and 6% Cabernet Franc. 
Characteristics:

Our Piccolo Cru’ is a dark, purple colored wine  in appearance with a bouquet combining the ripe, blueberry and meaty character of the Merlot and Malbec, with the spice, herbal and earthy components brought forth by the Cabernet Sauvignon and Cabernet Franc with a hint of mint chocolate on the finish.
